Effects of Semi-Presidentialism in Times of Political Transition,
Crises, and Wars: A Comparative Analysis

Abstract. The article provides a comparative analysis of the effects of semi-
presidentialism in conditions of political transition, crises, and wars, with a focus on
nascent states with hybrid political regimes. Semi-presidentialism is considered as a
heterogeneous system of government that combines a popularly elected president and
a government that is collectively responsible at least to the parliament, and can manifest
in either president-parliamentary or premier / parliamentary-presidential forms, as well as
in presidentialized, parliamentarized, or balanced variants. The study demonstrates that
the interaction of endogenous institutional factors and exogenous shocks, such as wars,
conflicts, and crises, significantly affects political stability, the level of democracy,
and socio-economic development. On the one hand, semi-presidentialism provides
flexibility and potential stability during periods of divided government, but, on the other
hand, conflicts between the president, prime minister, and parliament, exacerbated by
crisis circumstances, may lead to the personalization of power, slow down democratic
transition, and increase the risks of autocratization. Based on a comparative analysis of
cases and the use of data on political regimes (the "Freedom in the World" and "Polity"
projects) and armed conflicts ("Correlates of War," "Major Episodes of Political Violence"
projects), a methodological framework was developed that allowed assessing the
effectiveness of types of semi-presidentialism under conditions of crises and wars. The
results show that under conditions of a clear distribution of powers, the system can
function effectively even during crisis periods, whereas in cases of power concentration
in the president, this is also possible, but a deterioration of democratic indicators is
observed. The conclusions are relevant for practical recommendations regarding
constitutional design, reform of inter-institutional relations, and strengthening democratic
stability in countries with unfinished political transitions and semi-presidential systems.
